For the camper who likes to “rough it”, here are afew tips:

In Norway everyone has the unrestricted right eéfaccess in the countryside - including the nation
parks.

In principle, there is a public right of way on aticultivated land on property that is not in theriediate
vicinity of the owner's residence. However, carestrine shown at all times so that animals and pknets
not disturbed or harmed.

The following rules must be observed:

Tents and caravans may not be pitched less tham1f5@m houses and cabins/cottages. You can
stay for up to 48 hours (in the high mountains gan stay for as long as you wish). It is not alldwe
to stay overnight in lay-bys.

Fires must not be lit in woods or open ground betw&5 April and 15 September. This includes the
use of cooking equipment that uses petroleum (mistoves etc.). However, fires may be lit on
areas of bare rock.

Lomskyrkja — the church in Lom - is one of the l@gyand most
beautiful stave churches in our country.

Most st : - e~
of the furnishing is from the 18th century. The tara wood carver Jakop Saeterdalen is the master
behind the chancel arch and the pulpit. The Lomesturch has the largest collection of paintings
found in any Norwegian church, most of them don&bgert Munch.
By archeological excavations in 1973 interestimglings were made; more than 2.000 coins and a love
message with carved runes on a stick.
